  3. Visit a  
Courtroom (or) have a judge  
visit a den/pack meeting. 
 
  4. Visit a Jail/Prison 
(or) have a correctional officer  
visit a den/pack meeting. 
 
 
Note:  At no time should scouts be placed in 
a position of having any contact with a 
criminal offender.  For example, if visiting a 
jail or prison, they should not tour any area 
where inmates are present
