I, the complainant in this case, state that the following is true to the best of my knowledge and belief.
On or about the date(s) of February 18, 2015 in the county of Multnomah in the
District of Oregon , the defendant(s) violated:
Code Section Offense Description ,
18 USC 2113 (a) and (d) by force, violence or intimidation, knowingly and unlawfully take from the

presence of employees of Albina Community Bank, 5636 NE Sandy Bivd,
Portland, Multnomah County, Oregon, approximately fifteen thousand seven
hundred three ($15,703) in United States currency, which was then in the
care, custody, control, possession, and management of that bank, whose
deposits were then insured by the FDIC, and, while doing s0, assaulted any
person or put in jeopardy the life of any person by the use of a dangerous
weapon, in violation of Title 18 United States Code, Section 2113(a) and (d).

I, Brett S. Hawkinson, being duly sworn do hereby depose and affirm:

1. I am a police detective with the Portland Police Bureau (PPB) currently assigned
to robbery investigations. As part of my duties, [ am also designated as a Task Force Officer
(TFO) with the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) bank robbery task force and have been
designated as such since March 31, 2010. My total law enforcement experience includes 13
years as a Portland Police officer, and three years of employment with the City of Lynnwood,

Washington, Police Department.

2. This affidavit is submitted in support of an application for a warrant authorizing
the arrest of MARK ROTHWELL, a white male with a birth date of 07-20-1965, and a search
warrant authorizing the seizure and search of a white 2006 Toyota Tacoma bearing Oregon plates

ZEB263, and VIN STEUU42N267262844, for the crime of bank robbery.

3. The information stated herein is based on my own personal involvement in this
investigation, as well as discussions I have had with other law enforcement officers involved in
this investigation and information contained in written reports pertaining to this investigation.
This affidavit does not contain all facts known to me regarding this investigation but, instead,

contains only those facts which I believe are sufficient to establish the requisite probable cause.
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4, On February 18, 2015, at approximately 12:22 pm, a robbery occurred at the
Albina Community Bank located at 5636 NE Sandy Boulevard in the City of Portland,
Multnomah County, Oregon. The bank, whose deposits were then insured by the Federal
Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC), suffered a loss of approximately $15,703 in United States

currency.

5. The first victim teller reported to Portland Police that she was working at her teller
window when a male subject, hereafter referred to as “the robber,” walked in to the bank lobby
carrying a gun in his right hand. The robber walked over to the second victim teller and pointed
a gun at her. The robber stated “Give me all your cash,” and pointed the gun back and forth from
the first victim teller to the second victim teller. The robber pulled out a black “rope-cinched”
bag similar to a Crown Royale bag. The first and second victim tellers handed over money,
totaling approximately $15,703 in U.S. currency, including bait bills, and the robber put the

money in the “rope-cinched” bag.

6. The first victim teller described the robber as a white male, with a two-inch cross

like tattoo on the side of his neck, who had a “5 o’clock shadow with some gray in it,” and had a

European accent of some kind.
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7. I received video surveillance images from Albina Community Bank, and saw that
the suspect did not cover his face. The suspect was wearing a black hat, sunglasses, black

hooded jacket, black work gloves and blue jeans.

8. Responding Portland Police officers promptly started to search the area, and
received information that money stolen from the bank was located inside of a running,
unoccupied white Toyota Tacoma pick-up truck displaying Oregon plate ZEB263 which was
located near the intersection of SE 54" Avenue and SE Salmon Street in Portland. The license

plate, when queried, came back to a different vehicle, a 2002 Audi sedan.

9. Portland Police entered the unlocked, unoccupied white Toyota Tacoma pick-up
truck with the intent to secure the running vehicle. Inside the truck, Officer James West saw a
white bank bag with a large quantity of cash, a black knit cap, and black work gloves. Officer
West moved the bank bag and felt it was too heavy to contain only cash. Inside the white bag
bank with cash, Officer West saw the magazine end of a loaded black 9mm Beretta handgun.
Officer James West secured the handgun, and left it in the vehicle. The vehicle was towed as
evidence to the Portland Police Rivergate Vehicle Storage Facility at 7027 NW St Helens Road

in the City of Portland, County of Multnomah, State of Oregon.

10.  Portland Police officers conducted a canine track from the location of the Toyota
Tacoma pick-up truck. Officer Ryan Hilsenteger and his canine partner “Marko” tracked a scent

to a backyard located at 1010 SE 54" Street in the City of Portland, Multnomah County, Oregon.

Officers confronted a subject in the backyard. While confronting that subject, another subject,
identified as MARK ROTHWELL, stepped out from behind the house. Officers confronted both
subjects, and ROTHWELL stated, “It’s me you want.” Officer Scherise Hobbs asked
ROTHWELL why he thought the police wanted him. ROTHWELL replied, “I just robbed the

bank.”

11.  ROTHWELL was taken into custody. Officer Hobbs noticed faint blue marks,
similar to a tattoo, on the right side of ROTHWELL’S neck. The marks were faint, reminding

Officer Hobbs of a cover up or a tattoo removal.

12. Iconducted two separate show-ups of ROTHWELL at the bank, and both the first
victim teller and the second victim teller positively identified ROTHWELL as the subject who
robbed them. Both victim tellers started crying after seeing and identifying ROTHWELL as the

robber.

13. I compared the image of the bank robber to ROTHWELL. After seeing
ROTHWELL in person, and examining the bank surveillance, | believe ROTHWELL is the same

person captured on video robbing the Albina Bank.

14. I know from my training and experience as a police officer that suspects who
commit robberies often secrete and retain items of evidence in residences and vehicles which

they may occupy to include, but not limited to: guns, ammunition, clothing worn in robberies,
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victims’ personal items stolen during the robberies, documents showing ownership, receipts
showing dominion and control of personal property and items in the vehicle, and proceeds from
the robbery and items of identification leading to the identity of the suspects. 1 know that often

times these items can be found in bags and other closed containers within the vehicle.

15. I know, from my training and experience, items such as hats, jackets, coats,
sweatshirts and other items of clothing are valuable as evidence because they can be compared to

robbery surveillance images to determine if it is the same clothing as worn in the robbery.

16.  Based on the foregoing, I have probable cause to believe that, by force,
violence or intimidation, MARK ROTHWELL knowingly and unlawfully did take from the
presence of employees of the Albina Community Bank located at 5636 NE Sandy Boulevard in
the City of Portland, Multnomah County, Oregon, approximately $15,703 in United States
currency, which was then in the care, custody, control, possession, and management of that bank,
whose deposits were then insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC), and,
while doing so, assaulted a person or put in jeopardy the life of a person by the use of a

dangerous weapon, in violation of Title 18, United States Code, Section 2113(a) and (d).

17.  Itherefore request a warrant be issued authorizing the arrest of MARK
ROTHWELL and the search of the white 2006 Toyota Tacoma displaying Oregon plate ZEB263,
and bearing Vehicle Identification Number STEUU42N267262844, currently located at 7027

NW St. Helens Road in the City of Portland, Oregon, and seizure of the following items:
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a) clothing worn in the robbery on February 18, 2015, including a black hooded
jacket; black work gloves, black hat, and sunglasses,

b) items and instruments which one could carry and be considered “armed,”
including but not limited to firearms and ammunition, knives, throwing stars,
swords, and explosives;

¢) receipts showing purchases made from proceeds of the robbery; and receipts
showing purchases made in support of planning the robbery,

d) US currency; including bait bills from Albina Community Bank,

¢) any other evidence of the crime of bank robbery.
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18.  This affidavit, the accompanying application, and the requested arrest and search
warrants were reviewed by Assistant United States Attorney Stephen F. Peifer, who advised me
that, in his opinion, probable cause exists to apply for an arrest warrant of MARK ROTHWELL
and a search warrant for the white 2006 Toyota Tacoma pick up displaying Oregon plate ZEB263

and bearing Vehicle Identification Number STEUU42N267262844.
